Josh Wall presented what are product identifiers, how to

load products into AGIIS and how to get help if you need it.

(presentation is posted on website)

Some of the manufacturers wanted to know if they, as a

regional manufacturer should have their own GS1 from

Canada. Josh suggested that you have a conversation with

GS1 either email or phone. Josh will get the contact

information to pass on to the group.

Might be good to visit with the US peers.

Kevin Wood had emailed GS1 - and they responded to them

to get the GS1 prefix.

Here is what we received from GS1-Canada

e BASF Canada: Non subscriber—no prefix assigned

e Bayer Crop Science: Not found in CRM

e Crop Production Services (CPS): Not found in CRM

e Dow Agro Sciences Canada Inc.: Not found in CRM

e DuPont Canada: Non subscriber—no prefix assigned

e FMC of Canada: Not found in CRM

e Monsanto Canada, Inc.: Non subscriber—prefix assigned

e Richardson International Limited: Not found in CRM

e Syngenta Canada Inc.(doing business as Syngenta Crop
Protection Canada, Inc.) Corporate subscriber

e United Farmers of Alberta (UFA)(doing business as UFA
Ltd.) Corporate subscriber

e Univar Canada Ltd: Corporate Subscriber
“Non-subscriber, no prefix assigned” and “Not found in CRM” are
pretty much the same; we don’t know about them.
“Non-subscriber, prefix assigned” means that the company has a
prefix issued to prior to 1997 and they are not required to maintain
an annual membership.
“Corporate subscriber” means that we found the company, it’s
current, and they have a prefix.

e Action - The manufacturers who do not know
their GS1 prefix, should contact GS1 - Canada to
find out your GS1 prefix.

which one you should contact.
